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Split decision in UCD’s Title IX case

UC Davis did not discriminate 
against three women cut from its 
men’s wrestling team in 2001, yet 
it failed to be in compliance with 
Title IX at that time, a U.S. 
District Court judge concluded in 

a ruling issued Wednesday.

Judge Frank C. Damrell Jr.’s 
147-page ruling found that wres-
tlers Arezou Mansourian, Lauren 
Mancuso and Christine Ng were 
entitled to damages for the harm 
that they suffered as female stu-
dents who wished to take part in 

intercollegiate athletics, but no 
punitive damages.

Having now stretched on for 
more than eight years, the case 
will head to another trial in 
November, this one a jury trial to 
decide what compensation the 
women should receive.

Damrell dismissed the wom-
en’s claims against four individ-
ual administrators — then-
Chancellor Larry Vanderhoef, 
Senior Associate Athletics Direc-
tor Pam Gill-Fisher, Associate 

Vice Chancellor for Student 
Affairs Bob Franks and Athletics 
Director Greg Warzecka.

The administrators been 
accused of violating the women’s 
constitutional rights to equal pro-
tection, but were found by the 
court to have qualified immunity.

Universities across the country 
have been watching the UCD 
case because of its test of Prong 
2 compliance under Title IX, the 
1972 federal law prohibiting gen-
der discrimination at educational 

institutions that receive federal 
money.

Universities are in compliance 
with Title IX if: they provide ath-
letic participation opportunities 
proportionate to student enroll-
ment, demonstrate a continual
expansion of such opportunities 
for the underrepresented gender 
or can show they have accommo-
dated the interests and abilities 
of the underrepresented gender.

Decision on 
cell phone 
antennas 
postponed

Crown Castle must evaluate site alternatives to 
more than a dozen of its 25 proposed locations for
cell phone poles and report on the results in one 
month, the Davis Planning Commission decided at 
its meeting Wednesday night.

For each site that the telecommunications com-
pany concludes has no suitable alternative, it must 
provide an explanation and supporting evidence, 
the commission said.

Members are hopeful that Crown Castle will be 
able to re-site several of the proposed pole locations 
after looking at alternatives. Antennas might be 
placed at shopping centers, rather than in residen-
tial neighborhoods, for example.

The hearing would continue on Sept. 14, with the 
new information available to the Planning Commis-
sion and the public.

The commission was unanimous in its decision, 
voting 6-0; members Marilee Hanson and Terry 
Whittier were absent.

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Judge orders 
Caltrans to 
revise plans 
for Highway 16

A Sacramento judge is sending the Califor-
nia Department of Transportation back to the 
drawing board on its plans to revamp a 
13-mile stretch of Highway 16 between Madi-
son and Brooks.

In a recent ruling, Sacramento Superior 
Court Judge Michael P. Kenny said Caltrans’ 
environmental impact report failed to 
adequately demonstrate the need for the proj-
ect, nor did it take into account residents’ 
concerns regarding the impacts on surround-
ing agriculture.

Kenny also said Caltrans neglected to ade-
quately provide alternatives to widening or 
raising the road, as the agency has proposed.

“Such an approach substantially under-
mines a true consideration of alternatives,” 
Kenny wrote, ordering Caltrans to conduct an 
additional review of the Highway 16 project.

Members of the Capay Valley Coalition, 
which partnered with the Yolo County Farm 
Bureau in a lawsuit challenging the EIR, 
hailed Kenny’s ruling.

Vets focus on pets’ end-of-life care

Two local veterinarians, 
Dr. Lynn Hendrix and Dr. 
Margaret Hunt, are seek-
ing to change the way pet 
owners think of end-of-life 
care for their animals. 

In May, the two women 
founded Beloved Pet 
Mobile Vet, providing 
mobile veterinary services 
to the greater Sacramento 
area.

The focus of this new 
practice will be on in-home 
hospice care for domestic 
animals, which the doctors 
realize might be a new con-
cept for many pet owners.

“A lot of people don’t 
even know that pet hospice 
exists,” Hunt said in a 
recent interview. “Say you 
have a renal failure cat 
that needs to have fluids 
given under the skin. Many 
owners are apprehensive 
about sticking a needle 
under their cat’s skin. Peo-
ple don’t realize that there 
is someone who can, and 
will, do it for them.

“We can take care of 
everything, whether it’s 
fluid therapy, pain control, 
euthanasia, taking care of 
the remains, getting paw 
prints made — whatever 
they want.”

Both doctors graduated 
from the UC Davis School 
of Veterinary Medicine, 
where they became close 
friends after meeting 
through a program that 
pairs up current and pro-
spective veterinary stu-
dents.

Hendrix, an emergency 
doctor by trade, has 20 
years of experience in the 
veterinary field, and has 
been living in Davis since 
1991. She is also a member 
of the International Asso-
ciation of Animal Hospice 
and Palliative Care, an 
organization dedicated to 
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
